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Office for National Statistics (ONS) 2018 Mid-Year Estimate (MYE) Released
Background

The mid-year estimates refer to the population on 30th June of the reference year and are published annually. 
They are the official set of population estimates for the UK and its constituent countries, regions, counties of England, local authorities and their equivalents. 

The official 2018 mid-year estimates for the UK build on the mid-2017 estimates, which are updated to account for population change during the period between 1 July 2017 and 30 June 2018 to give the mid-2018 estimates. A combination of registration, survey and administrative data are used to estimate the different components of population change and as such there will be a level of uncertainty associated with the estimated population.
2018 Mid-Year Estimate for Newham

The 2018 Mid-Year estimate for Newham is 352,005; the 2017 Mid-Year estimate for Newham was 347,996; this is an increase of 1.2% (4,009). 
This estimated increase is similar to last year (mid-year 2016 to mid-year 2017) when it was 1.0% (3,463).
Components of population change - mid-2017
To accompany the Mid-Year estimate ONS also release Components of Population Change, this contains the number of births, deaths, internal (moves within the UK) and international in/out migration.
The main drivers for the increase in population in Newham were natural change (births minus deaths) and net international migration. 
Over the last year there were 5,849 births and 1,425 deaths in the borough. This is an increase in population of 4,424 due to natural change (births minus deaths).
There was a net loss of 8,976 people based on internal migration (internal migration inflow 23,626 minus internal migration outflow 32,602). This is slightly smaller than recorded for the MYE 2017 (net loss was estimated as 9,849).
The net international migration was 8,542 (international migration inflow 12,056 minus international migration outflow 3,514). This was similar to the 2017 MYE 2016 (net of 8,596).
Population Churn
It is estimated that population churn is approximately 20.6%.  Meaning  that it’s estimated that 20.6% (71,798 people) of the population either left or arrived into the borough (this does not include births and deaths). The figure is based on the components of change used to produce the MYE.

Newham’s estimated population mid-year 2018:
0 to 4, 0 to 17, 0 to 24, 18 to 64 and 65 years and over.
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Comparison to other London boroughs

Newham had the third highest estimate population after Barnet (392,140) and Croydon (385,346).

Newham had the sixth biggest estimated increase in population (4,009) after Westminster (10,528), Tower Hamlets (9,741), Camden (8,865), Barnet (4,337) and Islington (4,142).
